NEW ANIMATED SHORT FILM BOUNDIN’ THIS FALL FOR 

ALOPECIA AREATA AWARENESS BENEFIT

SAN RAFAEL, Calif. – The National Alopecia Areata Foundation (NAAF) today announced it will host a benefit screening October 16, 2004 in San Francisco of Boundin’, a new animated short film from Pixar Animation Studios. 

The Saturday morning benefit will be held at AMC Theaters, 1000 Van Ness Avenue in San Francisco.  The event will begin at 9:30 a.m. with presentations by NAAF President and CEO Vicki Kalabokes, the writer-director of Boundin’, Bud Luckey, and the film’s producer, Osnat Shurer, who will discuss and screen the movie.  Upon the conclusion of Boundin’, attendees will be treated to a light brunch.


The Oscar(-nominated Boundin’, which will play alongside the Walt Disney Pictures presentation of a Pixar Animation Studios film The Incredibles – premiering November 5, 2004 – tells the tale of a proud lamb whose pride suffers when his lustrous wool coat is sheared for the first time.  It takes a wise jackalope – a mythical horn-adorned rabbit – to teach the forlorn lamb that, wooly or not, it’s what’s inside that counts.  This universal message found in Boundin’ is a key component of NAAF’s mission, to assist and encourage individuals with alopecia areata to concentrate on developing their self-image and self-esteem.

NAAF encourages and funds medical research for better treatment and ultimate cure of alopecia areata, a common disease that results in the loss of hair on the scalp and elsewhere.  The foundation provides support and resources for those with the condition, and raises public consciousness of the disease. 

Affecting over 4.7 million Americans, alopecia areata currently has no cure, and no treatment that works across the board.  The disease occurs in both sexes and all races and ages, but since it affects young people most often, NAAF is especially excited to have children see this film.  Alopecia areata usually starts with one or more small, round patches on the scalp.  In some people, the condition spreads until all of the hair on the scalp is lost (alopecia totalis) or even over the entire body, including the eyebrows and eyelashes (alopecia universalis).  

Alopecia areata is not medically disabling and in fact persons with the disease are usually in excellent health.  The psychological implications that sudden, complete, and long lasting hair loss can cause, however, can be challenging and life altering. The National Alopecia Areata Foundation (NAAF) mission is to therefore encourage individuals with this disease to concentrate on developing their self-esteem.
